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I. Introduction

The thesis project extended abstract is limited to two A4 pages. The text should be written having in mind the application of the work (high-level). Avoid going too deep into the details. The NEW IDEA addressed by the thesis project should be the focus of the manuscript. You don’t have to include ANY RESULT, this is not a summary of your current work but a description of a problem or current situation and the NEW IDEA you propose to solve it or to improve what exists (INNOVATION). Use as much diagrams and illustration as possible, and be very concise with the explanations. Consider this as a “datasheet” or your thesis project. Theoretical descriptions should be avoided or kept to a minimum. The use of equations and circuits is strongly not recommended.
Any student that presented (or will present) his/her Ph.D. thesis project during academic year 2009/2010 can send a contribution. Send your contributions in pdf format BEFORE THE 20th OF JULY 2010 to the following e-mail addres:

Write “Contribution to Ph.D. Project Proceedings” in the subject of the e-mai. Use the following naming convention for the file: studentname_researchgroup.pdf, where “researchgroup” is the name of the research group. If you are not sure what is your research group name, ask your thesis advisor.
II. Document formatting
Use the stiles for Title I and Title II headings (sections and subsections) that come with this template. Use “texto independiente” style for the general text. The main text is Arial font type with 9 points size.
II.A. Figure captions
Use figure captions and references to them in the text. The figure caption is in Arial 8 points size, left aligned. Use only the abbreviation Fig. in the references in the text. Fig. 1 shows an example of figure and caption. You may use text frameworks to embed figures with the text or to add figures that expand the two columns.
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II.B. Tables

Use the Table 1 as an example on how to insert tables. If you need more space, use a text framework and expand it to cover the two columns. Text inside tables is 8 points size.
The table captions are done using the same style than the figure captions. Keep figure and table captions as short as possible.

III. Structure of the manuscript
An abstract section is not required. Use a structure with at least three sections. In the Introduction explain succinctly the context of your work, doing a top-down description of the framework for the results or stating the problem your thesis work tries to solve. You may reference previous works but only the most relevant one or two: don’t try to be comprehensive since you have a very limited space. Use a second section for the description of your new idea and the methodology you will apply. You don’t need to explain ALL the details, just the most relevant ones. A third section should contain the expected contributions (results) of your thesis. Try to select just the one or two most relevant results. Consider that the paper is directed to a general public, without a deep technical knowledge of your field of work.
IV. Citing prior work
The bibliography section of the manuscript is just needed if you reference some prior works. You don’t need to cite the whole state of the art. Use the same formatting than required by IEEE publications. You have some examples in the reference sections of a journal paper [1], a conference paper [2] and a book [3]. Use font of 8 points size. Include references to your publications, if any, related with the thesis work you are describing in the manuscript.
V. Acknowledgments
You may want to acknowledge some funding or project that is supporting your thesis work. Do it in this section just before the references list.
